EARTH raises $11,000.00 for Breast Cancer Awareness at auction in Dubai 

 

The inaugural Australian Business Awards - Middle East, held at Jumeirah Beach Hotel Dubai on 

Wednesday 19th November, 2008, celebrated the finest Australian businesses and individuals in the 

Middle East. Hosted by Rove McManus, the event awarded recipients for their achievements in the 

Middle East in a variety of fields including architecture, leisure, hospitality and finance.
